Under the auspices of the Center for Jewish Values, Rabbi Silver authored the Mishpatei HaShalom series. This Hebrew language series summarizes and encapsulates many areas of Bein Adom L'Chavero and their practical application. To date, tens of thousands of copies of these sefarim are in circulation, and their popularity continues to grow.
